Christmas decorations are down here and we are ready for a new year. | hope
everyone had a wonderful festive period despite the weather. I’'m sure many of us here in the UK have forgotten what the sunshine and blue skies even look like
although it looks like some of our Scottish PBGV enthusiasts have experienced snowfall! Crufts entries close on, | believe, the 22nd of this month so be sure to
enter before you forget if you’re planning on attending.

Back to our usual show reports now. We have had a handful of Open shows these past few days so a quick report on them before we head to any overseas
results. Ashbourne held their show at the Kennel Club Building in Stoneleigh which is where our upcoming Club Shows will be held in March, and Best of Breed
and then Group 3 there was Ch Soletrader Missy Elliot JW (Ch/Ir/Dk Ch Soletrader Pat On The Back x Ch Soletrader Vocal In Venice), owned by Claire Cooper &
Lizzie Cadmore. Luton CA’s Best of Breed & Best Puppy in Breed was Tim & Deborah Bartley’s Erylan Poseidon De La Mer (Erylan Zeus Roi Des Dieux x Erylan
Fantastique Freya) who was also Best AVNSC Puppy & Puppy Group 1 at Wirral KA. On New Years Day, Tim & Debs had another winner with their Erylan Loki
Maitre Du Mal (Multi Ch Taglines Double The Fun with Soletrader (Imp Nor) x Ir Ch Clonallan Just Beginning aves Erylan) who went Reserve Best Veteran in Show
the day he turned 7.

Victoria, Australia, hosted a number of shows over the days running up to New Year and at Lancefield Kennel Club (AM Show), Aust Ch Rokeena Richie

Rich (Aust Sup Ch Dance Monkey v Tum-Tums Vriendjes (Imp NId) x Rokeena I’'m A Party Girl), owned by Robyn Wallis, was Runner-Up in Group, and the
following day at the Central Highlands Kennel Club (PM Show) he repeated the same result.

Entries are now open for Birmingham National which has a first time CC judge for the breed. Stephen Jepson of Eardley Beagles will be taking centre stage that
day. He is a good friend of ours so we will not be entering what is a favourite show of mine, and we’ll also be in New York getting ready to watch Westminster
Kennel Club which is held a few days after, but like every show, please do support where you can!

The handbook is really coming together now and it’s rammed with adverts from around the world. It’ll be available in time for collection at Crufts and if you
can’t make it there but want a copy, we can of course post them out to you. The deadline for adverts has extended for a few weeks as there are still some that

Kennel Club in the USA, which included the PBGV, where he started GCh/Aust/Ir/UK Ch Soletrader Buddy Holly (Ch Soletrader Magic Mike x Debucher Ristourne
With Soletrader), owned by Janice Hayes, myself, Cathy Neill, Penny Peterson and Donna Moore, on his way to Best in Show. But most importantly, above all
judging, he was a truly wonderful man we will all remember who was kind, generous, hilarious, knowledgeable, and yes opinionated, but he stood by every
opinion he had with determination and without spite with the hope it would change things for the good. The breed and its people were incredibly lucky to have
him, as were the other breeds he showed interest in. I’'m sure in time we will all have lots of laughter to share because of the memories he created for us.

Black Majesty Sorry Not Sorry) was Reserve Best of Group.

In the USA, at the Seattle KC & the Puyallup Valley Dog Fanciers at the Western Washington Winter Cluster in Washington, Am Ch Stellar M&M'’s Irish | Had A
Name (Can GCH Soletrader Daring In Dublin x GCHS M&M'’s Calamity Jane), owned by Janice Hayes & Tonya Struble was Group 2. Janice also went Best in Show
with her GCH M&M'’s Stellar Hot Mess Express (GCHS Soletrader Dean Martin x GCHS M&M'’s Calamity Jane) at the Santa Clara KC in California.

In Australia, Sup Ch Mistypoint Sharp Dressed Man (GCh/Aust/Ir/UK Ch Soletrader Buddy Holly x Aust Gr Ch Mistypoint Glitz N Glamour), owned by Tracie
Edwards, was best Australian Bred in Group at four of the five Australian Dog Show Scene Pty shows in South Australia over the weekend, with one being a
Hound Specialty, and one of them converted to Best Aust Bred in Show at an All Breeds and then a Runner Up in Group one of the day too. Not a bad weekend
for him! At the Southern Midlands KC show in Tasmania, Aust Sup Ch Rokeena Stash The Cash (Aust Sup Ch Dance Monkey v Tum-Tums Vriendjes x Aust Ch
Rokeena Im A Party Girl), owned by Wallis, Aitchison & Marshall, was Runner Up in Group & Intermediate in Group at the morning show and then Intermediate
in Group at the PM show.

Ora), owned by Nick Frost and Clint & Karen Livingston, was Group 1 on Thursday, and then on Sunday he also won the group at the Northeastern Illinois KC.

At the Timisoara Winter Trophy in Romania, Krystsina Yanchy’s Black Majesty Picture This (Black Majesty U Got The Look x Black Majesty New York) was Best of
Breed and Best in Group at the CAC show and then Best of Breed at both CACIB shows.

Australia featured PBGV’s in group placings over the weekend. In Tasmania, at the Hobart Dog Club, Aust Sup Ch Rokeena Stash The Cash (Aust Sup Ch Dance
Monkey v Tum-Tums Vriendjes x Aust Ch Rokeena Im A Party Girl), owned by Wallis, Aitchison & Marshall, was Best In Group at the first show and then third in
group at the second. He was also Intermediate in Show at the first show. At the Gawler KC in South Australia, Sup Ch Mistypoint Sharp Dressed Man
(GCh/Aust/Ir/UK Ch Soletrader Buddy Holly x Aust Gr Ch Mistypoint Glitz N Glamour), owned by Tracie Edwards, was Best in Group.

We now have a good break until Crufts in regards to championship shows here in the UK. Entries have now been extended until this Monday 29th January. I'm
sure we'll see a good many overseas PBGV’s making the journey over which will be exciting. General championship show entries are opening now so be sure to
check out the judges at these!

Frost and Clint & Karen Livingston, was Group 2.

We must start this week with a moment to remember a truly unique lady who gave so much of her life to the BGV’s for so many years after the world said an
unexpected goodbye to Vivien Phillips of Debucher fame last week. | had only known her a short while compared to many already involved in our beloved
breeds, and the dog show world in general, but she certainly made an impact in many ways and | always enjoyed our conversations where she shared her
knowledge and stories whether that be ringside or over a phone call. Tributes poured in from all over the globe with people remembering their times with her,
her knowledge she was always willing to share, as well as any dogs she exported around the world to help with breeding programs. Viv cared deeply about the
BGV’s and any opinion she gave was for the good of the breed, even if it wasn’t always sugarcoated and necessarily how you might want to hear it. PBGV’s have
been a fairly popular breed in the group placings at Crufts, but it mustn’t be forgotten that Viv was the first one to win the Hound Group there with her “Cedric”
(aka Debucher C’est Ca (Ch Jomil Zadok x Hamanda Des Rives De La Garonne)) back in 1997 and if you head to her website you can scroll through a long page of
her success in the breed https://www.debucher.com/Petits.htm.
